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BTeV Straw Detector – Construction Database Requirements

For Quality Assurance and monitoring of the construction status we require detailed information at all stages of the construction to be entered into a database.

   The database should be easy to set up and maintain, and have a user friendly interface for both entering and retrieving data. 

Choice of DBMS : probably MySQL – widely used, much expertise already exists within the collaboration, and it is free. A web-based interface can be built with PHP.

We will need  a bar-code reader and an interface to various test stations.

Information to be stored:

 For some individual components – straws, twisters, wire etc – it is not possible to bar-code every component. Information should be stored by batch number eg. Manufacturer, PO #,  fraction passing QC tests.

    Only those components that pass QC checks should be used 

Other components such as ASDQ chips, PC boards etc. will have a serial number and test results stored for every item.

Modules, half-views and other items assembled at BTeV institutions will have a bar-code. Details of components, test results ..

Shipment/tracking info – origin, destination, carrier, date sent/received
